Permanent Agreements

The MTCACFP is currently revising the contract document that is
used for all participating programs and Sponsors. The new
document will be called a Permanent Agreement. Our goal is to
begin using the new agreements in FFY19 (beginning October 1,
2018) for all Child Care Centers that contract directly with the
State Agency. Sponsors of Day Care Homes will have a revised
contract but currently there is no date set for when that will occur.
In each case, you will have the opportunity to review and sign the
agreements before they are effective. This new process will allow
for a more understandable contract/agreement and reduce the
paperwork burden.

Look for an e-mail message from MT CACFP with more
information about this sometime in September 2018.

Director's Training

Due to unforeseen issues, the Directors training for FFY 18 has
been delayed. However, we have been working diligently to
develop an approve this training so that it is ready to go when the
time arrives. Please be assured that once the training is approved
we will contact you. We are hopeful that we can begin training in
September 2018 and are aware that we will likely go past the
September 30, 2018 deadline that is required in the Code of
Federal Regulations (CFR).
